
U-M Implementation of the USG DURC-PEPP Policy
Pl answers the new questions on the Proposal Approval Form (PAF)

If the proposed research may fall under DURC-PEPP, Pl will be sent 

directions to fill out the DURC-PEPP Self-Assessment 

No, not DURC-PEPP

Pl must assess their work for DURC-PEPP potential 

throughout the life cycle and notify the U-M Institutional 

Review Entity (IRE) if potential exists

Yes, possibly DURC-PEPP

The U-M Institutional Review Entity (IRE) will review 

the proposed work 

No, not DURC-PEPPYes, DURC-PEPP

Pl must work with IRE on a risk-benefit assessment and risk mitigation plan which will be submitted to the federal funding agency for approval 

If a Pl's work is within the scope of the USG DURC-PEPP Policy, they must:

1. Carry out the research in accordance with the approved risk mitigation plan and award terms and conditions

2. Appropriately educate and train lab personnel

3. Provide annual progress reports for Category 1 research and semiannual progress reports for Category 2 research

4. Communicate the research responsibly
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
